I. Roll Call

III. Public Hearing - Tax Levy 

 

Discussion of Property Tax Increase 

Executive Director Arnold stated the 2019 tax levy is 9.19%, an increase equaling a total level of 
$10,488,291.  This is approximately an $882,510 increase from the 2019 tax levy; of the $882,510 increase, 
the Park District already receives approximately $400,000 from the two annual TIF rebates.  The CPI of 
1.9% equals $177,510 in new taxes or $4 per/$100k of home value.  As discussed, one of the major budget 
impacts to the Park District in the near future is the minimum wage increase.  The new state law will result 
in a minimum wage increase to $15 per hour by the year 2025, an increase of new expenses of $160,000 
annually for the same number of hours, resulting in an additional $1,300,000 by the year 2025, compared to 
what the agency spent in 2017 for the same positions.  This state law will directly impact the Park District 
budget more substantially than that of any other Oak Park government entity due to the approximate 500 
seasonal and part-time staff hired annually.  Therefore, the $305,000 additional funds that the District will 
receive from the expiring TIFs will help the District absorb the minimum wage increase without sacrificing 
quality of park maintenance.  The District will need to continue to look at cost saving opportunities to make 
up the additional $1M in increased minimum wage expenses.  The District funds its operations through 
property taxes and fees and charges which in 2018, was 51% fees and 49% taxes.  In 2019, we estimate the 
fees/charges to be 52% fees/48% taxes.  In other words, we continue to decrease our dependence on tax 
dollars and generate more revenue than the tax dollars collected.  

 

Public Comment for Tax Levy Hearing: 

Kitty Conklin – Informed the Board of the online petition she started on Facebook that has 1,261 signatures 
from Oak Park voters to prove that the tax payers have done their part and now it is the PDOP’s turn to do its 
part.  She said the Park District doesn’t work in a vacuum.  Our “little amount” may not be a lot to many 
people but for a lot of seniors they are having to move out of Oak Park as well as families due to the 
increasing taxes.  She went on to say that the Park Board has all ignored the consolidation discussions and 
restaurants are closing; you’re votes are being watched! 
 

 

IV.C 
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Marty Bernstein – Has lived here since 1993.  He thanked the Board and said he knew they were all 
passionate by being on the Board but that their vision is narrowed because of their wanting to see only their 
own vision.  He feels there is a little bit of well if they took it…then we should too.  There is no 
collaboration. 
 
Amanda Massie – She feels this is reprehensible as do many of the community.  The Park District isn’t 
underfunded…it is a want not a need.  It is incorrect to say that this is only taking the TIF this once.  It will 
forever be the baseline being taxed.  The money belongs to the community.  The Park District wants it, the 
community needs it. 
 
Jack Powers – The Park District, like the schools, have been funded well but they still want to take the 
money.  They don’t need TIF money, they never needed it for improvements.  He restated Diane Stanke’s 
statement about freezing program frees; he says raise them.  Not everyone is so poor to afford the raised cost 
of a program.  He went on to compare youth baseball with over 1,300 users, yet pays the Park District to use 
the fields.  They don’t overcharge their fees, just like AYSO doesn’t.  We just keep duplicating programs that 
are already being run by the Legacy group, OP tennis, etc.  We just keep over lapping programs, why? 
 
Jon Adams – I strongly urge the Board to return the TIF dollars to the residents.  It would be refreshing for 
the Board to return the money when it can, instead of always raising the taxes. 
 
Bruce Kleinman – Has lived here since 1983.  He stated he is 73 and still working and it’s hard to hear 
Executive Director Arnold expressing that taxes are going up.  He and his family can’t got to the bank and 
say give me money, they have to make cuts at home.  He said the Park District can’t continue to go to 
“mommy and daddy” or the residents for money, it’s unacceptable. 
 
Michele Gurga – Stated that she voted yes to every referendum and agreed with 3% to go to taxpayers.  
Taking the TIF passes that check onto the community.  The more the taxes rise, we continue to lose the class 
and diversity in our community. 
 
Douglas Chien – Has worked with the former GAC in the Park District and has been a passionate volunteer.  
He is able to pay his taxes but he doesn’t want to!  The VOP is passing on taking the TIF dollars.  “When 
dollars can be brought back to the community they should and not taken through the back door.” 
 
Patricia Medo – Has lived here 25 years and wanted to say that she believes the Park District’s decision is 
simply wrong.  Just because it’s there, you don’t take it.  Reconsider for the residents.  The levy is increasing 
faster than anyone can keep up with. 
 
Peter Prokopowicz – Was a Hatch parent and is extremely sad to see their friends and neighbors have to 
move to Elmhurst, Berwyn, and Indiana because they can’t afford the taxes here in Oak Park anymore.  Now 
only well-to-do families are able to move in.  Why can’t his friends’ dreams of retiring here anymore happen? 
 
Patti Flannery – Thanked the Board for their time they put into the Board.  She has lived here since 2005, and 
is a single mom.  Her taxes have gone up from $12,900 to $19,000.  She did not plan on a 60% increase.  
Colleges are $30,000 and then some.  All she keeps hearing is equity, what does that even mean?  We are not 
an ATM.  It’s crazy that the taxpayers are being asked to sacrifice all the time. 
 
Susan Caudell – Wanted to urge the Board not to take the TIF that the Park District has never relied on.  She 
had tried sending a letter to the Board but it didn’t go through the email system.  Her taxes were raised 45%.  
They had used the Park District every day and had been willing to pay.  But freezing the fees aren’t the 
answer, the Park District is a pretty good bargain for people who need it.  It would be wonderful to subsidize 
for everyone but we can’t, it’s not for the whole community.  It’s not the Park District’s job and it should be 
decided by the community.  
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Corey Gimbel – Has lived here 40 years.  He can afford his taxes but he feels bad for his friends who can’t.  
It is the Park Board’s fiduciary responsibility but you aren’t doing that.  Instead the Village of Oak Park is 
going down while taxes are going up.  He has five open houses on his block on Marion, two are on the 
market, three are empty; they can’t sell because of the taxes.  
 
Heather Claxton – When her family moved here in 2014, they expected their taxes to be around $15,000 but 
they felt it was worth it for the schools and gymnastics and were excited.  But now their taxes are $20,000, 
these increases are putting people in debt.  They didn’t buy a big home, they had to make cuts and decisions 
this year to pay the increase in taxes, including quitting gymnastics.  We have stopped going out to dinner, 
it’s all part of their budgeting to afford the increased taxes.  Budgeting should be done in government, not just 
the families in the community. 
 
Jim Peters – He was a member of the task force put together to see if consolidation could be an option.  Every 
entity in Oak Park is living in a silo, they are each looking at their own needs, each saying it is just a few 
bucks.  Stop with saying “our portion is just a drop in the bucket, please”.  The residents aren’t having it 
anymore.  60% of residents said let’s look at consolidation.  Taxes continue to go up while the property 
values continue to go down.  Each silo’s taxes are an impediment on the residents. 
 
President Lentz thanked the residents for their public comment and the hearing was adjourned. 
 
V.   Administration and Finance Committee  

A. 2019 Tax Year Levy – Abatement Ordinance for 2012 Bond 

The Board was informed that this ordinance was the same as the Abatement Ordinance described 
above for payment on the General Obligation Park Bonds (Alternative Revenue Source) Series 
2012.  The abated amount for 2019 tax year is $320,350.  This will come before the Board on the 

consent agenda at the December Regular Board Meeting.  

 
B. 2019 Tax Year Levy – Abatement Ordinance for 2013 Bond 

The Board was informed that this ordinance was the same as the Abatement Ordinance described 
above for payment on the General Obligation Park Bonds (Alternative Revenue Source) Series 
2013.  The abated amount for 2019 tax year is $1,321,100.  This will come before the Board on

C. 2019 Tax Year Levy – Abatement Ordinance for 2019 Bond 

Executive Director Arnold informed the Board that when the Park District announced the issuing of 
park bonds, it did so stating that there would not be a property tax increase to pay for the bonds.  In 
order for the Park District to keep this pledge, it needs to adopt an annual property tax abatement 
ordinance that eliminates the property tax levy to be collected for payment on the General 
Obligation Park Bonds (Alternative Revenue Source) Series 2019.  The abated amount for 2019 tax 
year is $357,293.76.  This will come before the Board on the consent agenda at the December 

Regular Board Meeting. Budget and Appropriation Ordinance 2019-11-05. 

 

D. Budget and Appropriation Ordinance 2019-11-05. 

The Budget and Appropriation Ordinance has been put on the table to make it available for the 
public for 30 days, after being discussed thoroughly at two budget meetings.  There will be a 
Budget and Appropriation hearing held at the beginning of the Regular Board Meeting.  Executive 
Director Arnold reminded the Board that the budget and appropriation ordinance is 15% higher 
than the working budget to provide staff flexibility between lines.  However, staff from a funding 
standpoint works off the working budget.  Upon adoption, it will be filed with the County Clerk. .  
This will come before the Board on the Regular agenda at the December Regular Board 

Meeting. 
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E. Working Budget – Department Goals 

Executive Director Arnold reminded the Board that two budget meetings were held this year; from 
those meetings, this working document was created and will be used for the goals that are tied into 
the budget.  This will come before the Board on the consent agenda at the December Regular 

Board Meeting. 

 

F. Strategic Plan Update 

Executive Director Arnold reminded the Board in December 2018 they accepted the 2019-2021 
PDOP Strategic Plan.  All the seventeen goals in 2019 will be completed by the end of the year.  
There are fourteen goals for 2020, one of which will not happen due to the PDOP not being eligible 
for the Gold Medal until 2021.  No action is required on this item.  
 

G. Bi-Annual Executive Session Minutes Review and Release* 
Executive Director Arnold reminded the Board of the requirement to review the Executive Session 
minutes semi-annually to see if confidentiality was still needed or if they could be released to the 
public.  The new minutes to be reviewed which the Board, after reviewing, had consensus to be 
released are: July 11, 2019, and September 19, 2019, and that previously held Closed Session 
Minutes from April 5, 2018, March 21, 2019, April 4, 2019, May 16, 2019, can also be released.  
They have determined that there is still a need for keeping the minutes from August 21, 2014, and 
September 25, 2014, not be released. This item will be brought before the Board on the consent 

agenda at the December Regular Board Meeting.

IV. PUBLIC HEARING – Statutory Budget & Appropriation 
 
Discussion of Statutory Budget & Appropriation 

Jan Arnold, Executive Director, reminded the Board that two budget meetings were held where the Board 
discussed each section of the budget.  The Budget and Appropriation Ordinance sets the legal spending authority 
for the District.  The appropriation amount is 15% more and sets the legal spending limits to provide flexibility 
against individual budgets.  Highlights of the budget includes: completion of Carroll Center, Wenonah and 
Randolph Parks enhancements, expanded offerings at Dole Center, completion of CAPRA, and a part-time 
volunteer coordinator. 
 
Public Comments for Budget & Appropriation Hearing: 

Kitty Conklin read a comment from Kara Keller who is a realtor in Oak Park and River Forest for the past fifteen 
years.  Ms. Keller’s statement read that the housing market in general was down 22% the first half of 2019.  A 
Crain’s article said that housing was up 38% overall, with a medium 100 days on the market.  We have diversity, 
good schools, good neighborhoods, and increased vacancies yet Oak Park is overlooked to buy in because of the 
high taxes.  Are you going to continue undermining the housing sales and community? 
 
Corey Gimble:  Stated that he took this opportunity to show up for everybody in Oak Park and has listened to all 
the Boards, not of just the Park District.  He stated, “You know all the reasons to vote no.  People are taking note 
and there will be ramifications.” 
 
Pete Prokopowicz:  Attended several meetings and asked why we’re taking 100% of the levy even though they 
have not been using it with previous budgets.  He stated, “One thing that is clear, is that the people feel conflicted; 
they’re paying their taxes!  To save us all tax anguish, vote no.  It doesn’t help the residents by taking the 
additional legal limit.” 
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Tom MacMillan:  Shared that he has been a resident for 35 years and a user of the Park District but was here for 
same reason, to implore the Park District to not to grab extra TIF dollars. “If you don’t go to referendum because 
you fear you wouldn’t get it, don’t go taking money that is not yours.  What’s the rush, you get enough now.  
There should be no rush for taking money from your fellow citizens; taking without a referendum is the wrong 
thing to do.” 
 
Jack Powers:  Stated that a simple majority in many Boards passes but with really important things, 2/3 vote is not 
a good vote.  A Board is elected to not just represent the Park District but to represent the taxpayers.  Look at 
phases for things, look at taking out some programs and services, and stay within budget.  You cannot treat the 
citizens of Oak Park like an ATM.  There are five salaries over $100,000 in the Park District, how does that make 
sense? 
 
President Lentz thanked the residents for their public comment and the hearing was adjourned.

1. IDNR PARC Grant Resolution of Authorization 

Commissioner Wick moved and Commissioner Wollmuth seconded that the Park Board of 

Commissioners adopt the Resolution of Authorization for the State of Illinois Department of 

Natural Resources PARC grant application DOC 3 for a community Recreation center and 

authorize Executive Director Arnold to sign the agreement.   The Board was reminded this grant 
application, similar to the OSLAD application, does require matching local funds. The Park District 
of Forest Park received a PARC grant in 2014 to assist in their construction of the Roos Recreation 
Center.  In 2016, a feasibility study was conducted

to explore the idea of building a community recreation center in Oak Park. In addition the most recent 
Community Survey also showed community needs for missing amenities in the Park District of Oak 
Park portfolio such as gymnasiums, a walking track, fitness center, and indoor pool.  Land has been 
donated by a private donor for the center and a capital campaign is getting underway with the help of 
the Parks Foundation of Oak Park.  Staff request the ability to seek at PARC grant for the project 
titled “Community Recreation Center” in the amount of $2.5M.  The Board discussed the timeline of 
the project.  The motion passed by a roll call vote 5:0. 

 

C.  Administration and Finance Committee  

1. 2019 Tax Levy Ordinance 2019-12-01 

Commissioner Porreca moved and Commissioner Worley-Hood seconded that the Park Board 

of Commissioners approve the 2018 Tax Levy Ordinance 2019-12-01.  A hearing was held on 
December 5, at the Committee of the Whole Meeting.  Executive Arnold reminded the Board that the 
2019 tax levy is a 9.19% increase equaling a total level of $10,488,291.  The CPI of 1.9% equals 
$177,510 in new taxes or $4 per/$100k of home value.  She also reminded the Board of the major 
budget impacts to the Park District with the minimum wage increase of $15 per hour by the year 
2025, an increase of expense of $160,000 annually for the same number of hours, resulting in an 
additional $1,300,000 by the year 2025, compared to what the agency spent in 2017 for the same 
positions.  Therefore, the $305,000 additional funds that the District will receive from the expiring 
TIFs will help the District absorb the minimum wage increase without sacrificing quality of park 
maintenance.  The District will continue to look at cost saving opportunities to make up the additional 
$1M in increased minimum wages.  Staff recommends approval of the Tax Levy Ordinance 2019-12-
01.  The motion passed by a roll call vote 4:1. 
 

2. 2020 Budget and Appropriation Ordinance 2019-12-05 

Commissioner Porreca moved and Commissioner Worley-Hood seconded that the Park Board of 

Commissioners approve the Budget and Appropriation Ordinance 2019-12-05.  The Executive 
Director reminded the Board, as discussed earlier during the hearing, that the Budget and 
Appropriation Ordinance provides for a 15% increase to allow for unforeseen changes within budget 
lines.  However, staff work their day-to-day operations within the working budget that was reviewed 
by the Board at it meetings on October 10 and 17.  The Board had no further questions from the 
Hearing.  Upon adoption, it will be filed with the County Clerk.  The motion passed by a roll call 

vote 5:0.

ORDINANCE NO. 2020-01-01 
 

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING AN AMMENDENT TO THE NON-DISCRIMINATION AND ANTI-

HARASSMENT POLICY 
 

 WHEREAS, all persons have the right to work in an environment free from sexual 

harassment, and the Park District of Oak Park does not tolerate any forms of harassment / sexual 

harassment, discrimination and / or retaliation against any person regardless of whether that 

person has an employment relationship with the Park District; and 

 WHEREAS, the Illinois General Assembly enacted Public Act 101-0021 effective August 2019 

which provides additional protections against sexual harassment and guidance regarding reporting 

of harassment; and 

 WHEREAS, under Public Act 101-0021, each Illinois units of local governments must adopt 

an ordinance or resolution amending their existing sexual harassment policies for reporting and 

investigating allegations of sexual harassment made against an elected official of the governmental 

unit; and 

 WHEREAS, the Park District has added appropriate provisions to the Park District’s existing 

Non-Discrimination and Anti-Harassment Policy (the “Policy”) as provided in Public Act 101-0021; 

and 

 WHEREAS, in the event State law provides, or is amended to provide, additional protections 

and guidance related to sexual harassment that are not included in the Park District’s Policy, then 

those additional  protections and guidance will be deemed included in the Policy; 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDINANCE the Board of Commissioners of the Park District 

of Oak Park, County of Cook and State of Illinois, as follows: 

 Section 1. Recitals.  The foregoing recitals are incorporated into this Ordinance as findings 

of the Board of Commissioners 

 Section 2. Adoption of Revised Policy.  The Non-Discrimination and Anti-Harassment 

Policy attached to this Ordinance as Exhibit A is hereby adopted. 

 Section 3. Effective Date.  This Ordinance will be in full force and effect immediately on 

its passage and approval.

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Executive Director’s Report 

 From the desk of Jan Arnold  

Friday, January 10, 2020 

 

1. Upcoming Board Meetings – The January Regular Board Meeting is scheduled for Thursday, January 16, 
2020, at the Hedges Administrative Center.  The February Committee of the Whole Meeting is scheduled for 
Thursday, February 13, 2020, at the Hedges Administrative Center.  The February Regular Board Meeting is 
scheduled for Thursday, February 20, 2020, at the Hedges Administrative Center.  All meetings will begin at 
7:30pm.  At the end of my report are some events you may consider stopping by to check out. 
 

2. IAPD/IPRA Conference – The Soaring to New Heights Conference will be held on January 23-25, 2020, at 
the Hyatt Regency, Chicago.  Staff attending the conference have registered along with three Board 
members.  Park District staff will be presenting three sessions this year.  All are looking forward to the 
networking and bringing information back to their daily operations. 
 

3. Community Service Awards – The Community Service Award is awarded for recognition of ongoing 
support, outstanding contributions of time, money, services, volunteer work or the advancement of parks 
and recreation.  Honorees might include a non-member employee, a group, an organization, an individual, 
an elected official, governing body, local business, church, or school district.  Two awardees have been 
identified for the award this year and the ceremony will take place during the February 20, 2020, Regular 
Board Meeting. 
 

4. Outdoor Ice Rinks – Outdoor ice rinks are currently constructed and are awaiting liners and fill until there 
is continued freezing temperatures in order to sustain ice. 
 

5. Registration Software – The District’s new registration software launched on December 14.  The rollout 
went smoothly and the feedback from the residents has been very positive.  We traditionally have about 80-
85% of people complete their registrations online; that morning and with this change, we saw 95% online 
registration.  The software will continue to evolve as we get into future registration cycles. 
 

6. Rehm Tennis Courts – SMP Group Design Associates (Engineer).  Evans and Sons Paving (General 
Contractor).  The project started on September 4, with site fencing and windscreen.  The asphalt surfacing 
was finished on September 25, and needed a minimum of two weeks to cure before applying the acrylic 
color coating.  The weather has been problematic with temperatures dropping below 50 degrees, so we are 
currently in a holding pattern on the acrylic coloring surface.  The fencing work has been completed and the 
landscaping restoration is complete as well.  The Gaga Pit is installed in its new location on the southwest 
portion of the park.  The site will remain fenced off until spring if the temperatures stay below 50 degrees.    
 

7. Carroll Center – Tom Basset-Dilley Architects (Architect/CM).  The Park District will assume the role of 
General Contractor on this project.  The masonry walls for the new addition started on October 9, and is 
completed.  The electrical contractor is back on site and has finished roughing in the new main distribution 
panels and has moved the service to its final location.  The new roofing was completed on December 12, 
which is a huge milestone to allow work to continue through the winter months.  The air barrier is 
completed on the addition and exterior insulation and siding will start next week.  The fire alarm system 
piping is also completed for a rough-in inspection and electrical work continues through this month.  The 
HVAC equipment is arriving this week and ductwork will start and continue throughout January.  The long 
awaited window delivery is scheduled for the third week of January where they will be installed shortly 
after pending colder temperatures.  The playground equipment has been installed, drainage and stone base 
completed.  The playground grass surfacing is the final piece and this will not be installed until spring when 
temperatures allow.

8. OSLAD Grants – The PDOP has submitted two projects for consideration.  On Thursday, October 12, an 

IDNR representative toured Rehm for the OSLAD grant.  Chris and I went to Springfield on Tuesday, 
November 5, to present our projects for funding.  Projects awarded funding are expected to hear from IDNR 
shortly.   
 

9. Stevenson Park Improvements – Altamanu (Landscape Architect).  Hacienda Landscaping (General 
Contractor).  The Park District received notification of a $400,000 OSLAD grant for this project.  The 
project started on July 29.  The old playground was donated to Kids Around the World where it will be 
repurposed in another country of need.  The project is completed and a punchlist will be established this 
week for the contractor to tie up any final loose ends.  The park is open to the public and is getting good 
usage already.  The turf mounds are still expected to be installed in the spring for a nice added amenity for 
kids to enjoy on the playground.   
 

10. Randolph & Wenonah- Altamanu (Landscape Architect).  Staff held a project kick-off meeting on 
November 25, to have an overview of the project.  The parks will be bid as one overall project to help save 
costs of splitting the project.  This project is currently scheduled to go out to bid in early February and seek 
a contract award in March of next year.  Anticipated construction start will be in April of 2020.

areas. 
 Athletic field team have been grooming and vacuuming the synthetic turf fields at Ridgeland Common, 

Brooks, Irving, and Julian School.

 Winter Fest in Austin Gardens is tentatively planned for either February 1, or February 8, depending on 
winter.  Working on Marketing to begin the social media campaign for patrons. 
 

Cheney Mansion 

 December was very active at the Mansion with multiple Holiday events----Breakfast, Lunch and Tea 
with Santa, Santa Trolley, Lunch with the Grinch, amongst our largest with most at capacity.  

 For Breakfast, Lunch and Tea, we also collected new unwrapped toys to donate to Sarah’s Inn and 
delivered six 60gal garbage bags of toys and which were dropped off on December 16.

 Community Programs are performing well year-to-date and compared to last year due to strong Afterschool 

enrollments. 

 

Revenue and Expense Report - by Fund 

 Fees and charges are down due to lower pool pass sales for 2019 and lower number of wedding bookings at 

Cheney Mansion as well as the loss of some rink rentals to make room for programs; however, rink program 

revenue is up. 

 Intergovernmental revenue is higher compared to budget due to a TIF Rebate in early November and receipt 

of a partial OSLAD Grant in late June. 

 

Year-Long Highlights 

 The Facilities budget was consolidated into the Parks and Planning Department.  This allocation will produce 

higher revenue and expenses throughout the year for Parks and Planning as compared to previous years. 

 The Dog Park budget was consolidated into the Special Facilities Maintenance budget, minimal revenue is
